INTRODUCTION

BACKGROUND - THE DIOCESE OF YORK

The first half of the nineteenth century was a period of great change not just for the
Church of England as a whole, but for the diocese of York in particular. In territorial
terms it was a time of loss. The diocese of Ripon was founded in 1836 taking with it
some of the most heavily populated new industrial regions of West Yorkshire,
Bradford, Halifax and Leeds. By 1836 the archbishop had also lost his peculiar
jurisdiction over Hexhamshire and in 1837 the archdeaconry of Nottingham was
transferred to the diocese of Lincoln. Even though a time of territorial loss for the
diocese, it was a period of increased church building. When changing expectations of
the parochial role of the clergy, the demand for clerical residence and the provision of
a living wage for stipendary curates and increased parochial demands for preaching
and the sacraments within a broadening definition of parochial work are added to this
the period is seen to be one of repeated adaptation and change.

ORDINATION- THE SOURCES

From the middle of the eighteenth century onwards the information recorded in the
York Institution Act Books can be validated and expanded by reference to the bundles
of papers submitted by the candidates themselves prior to their taking orders. In the
first half of the nineteenth century ordination papers survive for the vast majority of
candidates, and in most cases the files include nearly all of the requisite
documentation needed for the candidate to demonstrate his canonical qualifications
for taking orders.

QUALIFICATIONS FOR ORDINATION.

Canon Law was quite clear about the requirements for those seeking deacons or
priests orders. There was, however, some latitude of judgement reserved for the
bishop, and of course, the standard of proof required by the diocesan.

DEACON’S ORDERS

Canon 24 stated that a person had to be at least 23 years old, suitably educated, of a
suitable character and have a title, or curacy, to go to before they could enter deacon’s
orders. When applying for ordination the candidate was expected to produce written
documentation of these matters in the following form:

Age

Although Canon 34 was quite clear that the minimum age required for a deacon was
23 and that for a priest 24, that these regulations were not always enforced is
demonstrated by the necessity of an act in 1804 to enforce the observance of the
canons and rubrics respecting the ages of persons to be admitted into the sacred
orders of deacons and priests (44 Geo 1ll, ch.43). Faculties to be ordained before this
age could be granted only by the archbishops of Armagh and Canterbury, and any
flaunting of this act automatically rendered the ordination void and prevented the
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person holding any preferment.? This being so, it would be expected that after 1804
there are no York candidates who receive ordination before canonical age. Certainly,
Thomas Marshall was ordained deacon in July 1802, before he turned 23 in the
September, but after 1804 all but one of the candidates applying for orders were
turned away if they are too young,? although admittedly they had often already been
examined and promised a letter dimissory as soon as they were of age.®> The
archbishop of York was not the only bishop to do this, John Langdon had been
examined by the bishop of Bath and Wells before his twenty-third birthday, and then
given a letter dimissory to York for the moment he was 23.4

Typically the candidate provided a copy of his baptismal certificate that either
provided details of his birth or demonstrated that he had been baptised at least 23
years ago. When a certificate could not prove his age, or was otherwise unobtainable,
an affidavit was normally provided, by a family member, servant, surgeon or midwife.
Many of the candidates had considerable problems obtaining their baptismal
certificates and others discovered that their names had never been recorded in the
relevant register.> On occasions such as these the value of the family Bible as an aide
memoire is repeatedly demonstrated, with extracts from them forming the basis of a
formal affidavit.® Several candidates discovered that the names recorded in the
baptismal registers were different from the ones they had always been known by and
used, and hence had to produce affidavits to this affect as well. For instance Edmond
Yeadon discovered that he had been baptised as Henry.” There was, technically, an
upper age limit of 31 on ordination. The archbishop would, however, waive this if he
had good reason, and did so on several occasions. In Charles Fletcher’s papers for
deacon in 1827 it is noted that the archbishop had waived his objection to the
candidate being over the regulated age of 31 on account of the recommendation of the
archdeacon of Nottingham.® George Caldwell must have been considerable over this
maximum age since in lieu of a baptismal certificate he has a letter testimonial to the
effect that he had been a fellow of Jesus College, Cambridge, for 26 years.®

Education

Canon 34 of 1603 had stipulated that an ordinand should have a degree from one of
the Universities, or at least “be able to yield an account of his faith in Latin ... and to
confirm the same by sufficient testimonies out of the Holy Scriptures.” Those
candidates without a degree from either Oxford, Cambridge or Durham were termed
“literates”. It was largely up to the discretion of the bishop as to what he accepted as
literate. Much has been written about the low educational standards for clergy in the
eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries, and certainly it is the case that the diocese
of York could not rely on a supply graduate candidates. Miles Atkinson, the

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incumbent of Kippax, noted that there was “a scarcity of young men to assist in the
church” when he wrote requesting the ordination of Walter Poole, a non graduate.’
Candidates who had been at either Oxford, Cambridge or Durham provided college
testimonials which had the dual function of demonstrating their educational
attainments and also acting as their character testimonial for the period of their
residence. Candidates from Oxford and Cambridge also had to provide certificates of
their having attended the appropriate divinity lectures. At Oxford a candidate was
expected to have attended the lectures of the Regius Professor of Divinity, at
Cambridge the lectures of the Norrisian Professor. Failure to have done so generally
resulted in a candidate being turned away until he had remedied this. James Milner
and John Furniss Ogle, were both initially turned away because of this deficit.
George Caldwell was only exempted because he himself was a senior tutor.'2

In the period 1800-1849 over one third of the total number of ordinands fell into the
literate category, which was a very broad category indeed. It included men who had
degrees from Scottish Universities, men who were still on the boards at an English
University and intended to graduate and also those who had had to withdraw from
University due to pecuniary difficulties; men who had studied at the clerical
institutions of St Bees and St David’s, Lampeter;'* men who had studied with
neighbouring clergymen, or had gained preparatory tuition whilst employed as
classical assistants and ushers in grammar schools and not a few sons of the clergy
who had been prepared in the main by their fathers. Non-graduate candidates seem to
have been expected to provide some evidence of their competence before they got as
far as being examined for ordination. In the earlier period it is not unusual to see that
the archbishop has requested further details of the candidate’s preparation. During
Harcourt’s archiepiscopate the archbishop began to regulate those men he considered
suitable for preparing men for ordination and accepted only those who had studied
under them, turning others away. Only one candidate had undergone formal
postgraduate preparation at Chichester diocesan Theological College (founded 1839),
and that was Robert Gregory Creyke who attended for a year after he left Catharine
Hall, Cambridge.

St Bees College provided at least 79 candidates for ordination in this period, of whom
77 were successful. In addition there are 5 candidates who may well have undergone
pre-ordination preparation at St Bees, but whose papers are not clear on the subject.
These records swell the ranks of those known to have studied in the early period after
St Bees was established. Although founded in 1816, the first surviving college register
was compiled in 1851.1* This does attempt to give a list of men admitted since the
college’s foundation, but the York ordination records show how partial this list is,
since 64 of the men in the following lists have papers proving a period of study at St
Bees but are not included in the published list of members.

Even once the candidates had proved their educational competence on paper, there
was still the hurdle of the ordination examination to cross. Canon 35 1603 stipulated

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that bishops and their deputies should ensure that candidates were “learned in the
Latin tongue and sufficiently instructed in Holy Scripture”, but individual bishops
were free in interpret this how they chose. Again, much has been written about the
laxity of these examinations,® but it should be noted that in the York diocese failure
was not at all uncommon and that it was not restricted to men whose educational
background was impoverished. A number of graduates are known to have failed their
examinations: on occasion, the archbishop even recommended a years course of study
with one of his approved clergymen before reapplication. John Hepworth Gresham
was a graduate of St John’s, Cambridge who was initially unsuccessful and was sent
away for a year’s postgraduate preparation.!® An insight into the content of the
examination is provided by William Taylor’s papers, who says the [examining]
chaplain confined himself to the Old Testament, especially chronology and the history
of the judges and kings when his mind was on the New Testament.!’ He goes on to
say that he has now studied the history of the Israelites in preparation for another
examination. William Bury who was a literate man, told the incumbent of Horton in
Ribblesdale that “had it not been for the mild and gentlemanly manners of
Archdeacon Wrangham he could not have passed his examination”. The incumbent of
Horton attributed this to the candidate’s nerves.*® Occasionally notes from the
examining chaplain to the archbishop survive and these give a further insight into how
men fared in their examination. Robert Bartholomew Holmes, a literate man, was
examined by Wrangham who recorded himself as very pleased with the
examination.!® Thomas Outram was examined by George Preston, master of
Westminster, who said his examination deserved the highest commendation.?
Thomas Poole, who was examined by W. Dakins had “passed with great credit”
having been examined in Hebrew, Latin, Greek and having written on a divinity
question.?! There is some suggestion that particularly able candidates were asked to
preach at the ordination ceremony. Thomas Wood Davison was proposed preacher at
the ordination ceremony in July 1829 but had died before the event.?2 Thomas Buckle
is noted as having prepared a sermon “at the archbishop’s request for Mr Wrangham’s
inspection”, perhaps a reference to an ordination sermon, and Shadwell Morley
Barker has papers marked “preacher”.?

Character

Those men who had just completed their degrees and had college testimonials
covering the past three years were exempted from obtaining county letters testimonial.
Those, however, who had left University some time ago, or who had never attended,
were required to produce letters testimonial from three beneficed clergymen who
could testify to their good characters. When a candidate’s letters testimonial were
signed by clergymen outside the York diocese it was also necessary for them to get

the letters countersigned by the bishop of the diocese in which these clergymen held
their benefices. In all these cases the candidate had to produce testimonials for the
past three years.

In addition to this, in the week prior to his ordination, it was necessary for the
candidate’s intention to be ordained to be made public in his own church, thus giving
those who knew him a chance to make representation to the archbishop against his
ordination if they wished to. The document that resulted is known as the si quis.
Whilst objections to a candidate’s application are not frequent, they do occur. It is not
always clear what steps the archbishop took to examine such allegations, but they did
not always prove an impediment to ordination. Generally speaking the archbishop had
received complaints about a candidate long before a si quis was read. Joseph Buckle
complained that John Bentley Waites?* had played a joke on him by inserting a notice
of his marriage and his sister’s death in the York Gazette. This prank caused a deferral
of Waites’” ordination rather than proving an insurmountable impediment, since the
candidate was able to produce letters of good character. John Grenside Weddell was
rejected for ordination in 1814 because there had been rumours that he had already
done duty at Royden church (he was eventually ordained in September 1815). The 13
complaints received against James Haywood’s character must have been largely
responsible for the fact he was never ordained, although it should also be noted that he
was also deficient in reading and translating Grotius.?

Title

Under Canon Law a bishop was liable for the maintenance of any clerk he ordained
who did not have title. It was, therefore, usual for the bishop to be careful in
examining the titles of those who were coming for ordination. Perhaps significantly,
one of the few occasions where there seems to have been no title was for the
ordination of Charles George Venables Vernon, the archbishop’s son. Deacons were
unable to hold cure of souls but they could be the sole resident clergyman of a parish,
as long as they had the co-operation of a clergyman in full orders to perform the
sacraments. Thus, it was not at all unusual for a newly ordained deacon to find
himself with practically the whole care of a parish whose incumbent was not resident.
During this period there were many statutory changes regarding residency of clergy
and the payment of curates, all of which affected the terms on which titles were
offered to would be clergymen, and the degree of examination required by the
archbishop to see if the titles offered were suitable. It is not unusual to see the
archbishop insisting that salaries be raised to certain minimum levels, reflecting the
changes in the law.?® Nearly all ordination papers include a nomination from a
clergyman for the candidate to be his curate.

In addition to curacies there were two other acceptable forms of title. Firstly a college
fellowship at either Oxford or Cambridge (10 men certainly use their fellowships as
titles and it seems likely that a further 8 who held fellowships and have no evidence of
any other titles, did so), or extracts from the minutes of the Society for the
Propagation of the Gospel in Foreign Places, where the acceptance of a candidate for

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a post overseas is mentioned. Three men in the following list intended to go overseas
after ordination. By an act of Parliament (59 Geo. Ill), the right to ordain to a title in
the colonies was limited to the archbishops of Canterbury and York, and the bishop of
London.

PRIEST’S ORDERS

Applying for priest’s orders involved submitting the same sort of documentation.
Again it might be necessary to prove age (the archbishop’s office did not always seem
to have been able conveniently to lay their hands on the certificate provided by the
candidate for deacon’s orders) and whereas a dispensation for being too young was
technically possible for a deacon, there was no dispensation available for a priest to be
younger than 24. The candidate also had to demonstrate his continuing good
character. Since the typical interval between taking deacon’s orders and priest’s was
one year (Canon 32 1603 had actually prohibited being ordained deacon and priest on
the same day), letters testimonial were generally only necessary for this interval.
Again a si quis was requisite, and since this was almost inevitably read in the church
where the candidate was serving as a curate, it can provide a clue as to where a
candidate had been serving as a curate on those occasions where a licence has not
been entered in the act books. Often a candidate was going to continue in this curacy
after priesting (indeed Archbishop Harcourt expected a candidate to remain in a
curacy for a minimum of two years), but if he was intending to change or perhaps had
been presented to a benefice with cure of souls, the appropriate papers may be
included with the ordination papers. When a candidate had not been ordained deacon
in the York diocese it is also common to find evidence of his earlier ordination.
Priest’s papers only rarely include information about education, but again the
candidate had to pass an examination before his ordination. That candidates had not
always pleased during their curacies is again shown by correspondence. Mr. J. Bayley
of Southwell was not at all impressed with the behaviour of Abraham Charles
Mummery who had been ordained deacon in July 1822. He accuses him of stealing
from home, having been rusticated from Cambridge, pretending to be of high birth,
owing money and making false accusations against his debtors (perhaps we see here a
glimpse of where his motivation to complain had come from) and impoverishing his
mother and sister who kept a grocer’s shop. It appears that Mummery was not
ordained priest.?” Obadiah Clayton had to counter accusations that he had been the
cause of his wife’s death through cruelty. He defends himself in a letter to the
archbishop, admitting his poor behaviour and drunkenness, but attributing it to grief at
his wife’s death. Certainly this man evoked the sympathy of his neighbours since
through his decline into madness he was supported by the trustees of Giggleswick
School where he had been an usher.?®

Other potential problems for a candidates

There is evidence from the ordination papers that even when a candidate satisfied the
appropriate canonical stipulations on paper, there could be some other impediments to
ordination in the eyes of the bishop, or in the minds of the lower clergy and
parishioners.

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Dissenting connections.

A number of the candidates had been either baptised as dissenters or otherwise
brought up outside Anglican orthodoxy. It is not uncommon for candidates to explain
from the outset that they had been raised Anglican despite being baptised at a
dissenting chapel, or to explain how and when they had left their dissenting
connections behind. Some men, who had not been baptised as infants, had received
the sacrament in order to gain admission to University. On occasion it appears that the
archbishop was unconvinced, demanding at least a three year separation from
dissenting connections, or refusing to admit a candidate point blank. Richard Moxon
had spent half a year as a Methodist preacher, but after falling ill had become a clerk
in Hull and begun to study for orders under a neighbouring clergyman. The
archbishop insisted that he should have at least three years separation from his
dissenting connections before he could be admitted, which he was in December
1819.%° Joseph Hugill admitted that he had been a Methodist preacher 5 years ago, but
had since had nothing to do with them.®® John Moorby had great problems getting a
nomination since he said that someone had told his patron that he was formerly a
Methodist. He claimed his connection had ended in 1807 and that even as a Methodist
he had communicated in the Church of England.3* Presumably his dissenting
connections were more of a worry to his patron than to Archbishop Harcourt since he
was ordained deacon in June 1819. George Strochlin Weidman who was ordained
deacon March 1825 has a letter from Goodenough to say that he had been educated by
the Moravians and had been an itinerant preacher at the age of 18, but had quitted
through reasons of conscience. He was now 32.32 It should be noted that many ex-
dissenters, especially those with Methodist connections, were ordained during this
period, perhaps demonstrating both the continuing closeness of the Methodists to the
evangelicals of the Church of England, and the archbishop’s realisation that these men
made useful clergymen when bought under the control of the established church.

Involvement in Trade and Business

Despite the many assertions about the gentlemanly norm in the eighteenth and early
nineteenth century church, many of the men ordained in the York diocese were from
relatively lowly backgrounds, and inevitably many of them had had some
involvement in business or trade before seeking ordination. Certainly there were
heavy social demands that clergymen should also be gentlemen, but in York the need
for candidates meant that men of low social status could not be turned down out of
hand. It appears that the archbishop expected that a candidate should divorce himself
from business for a period of three years before his ordination, but this was,
unsurprisingly, difficult for men who did not have independent means and needed to
support themselves and their families or at least pay for assistance in preparing
themselves for orders. That a letter from William Roberts in Charles Swann’s papers
refers to William Walker as “just out of the counting house”, demonstrates local
resistance to such candidates. It is accompanied by a letter from Joseph Buckle to say
this was not true and that the candidate had performed very well in his examination.
Walker was ordained deacon in March 1820. That the problems of ordaining
candidates with a background in trade could come back to haunt the diocesan is

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shown by the case of Thomas Colbeck Holdsworth who after being ordained deacon
in August 1817 was still being pursued for debts resulting from the collapse of a
family business, Colbeck and Co. An anonymous letter complains that people came
from Kirkby Overblow, where he had previously been curate, to collect debts.>*

Social Status

Much has been written about the perception of the clerical class as one fit only for
gentlemen. Contemporary supporters of this ideal proposed various reasons why this
should be, ranging from a need for a clergyman to be able to visit the local gentry on
equal terms and to be able to take his place amongst the local parish worthies
(magistrate, trustee, governor etc), through to an assertion that many benefices were
worth so little that the church needed to encourage men with private means to take
them on. Others had, however, pointed out that a clergyman with the common touch
might have more success with the common man, and in areas with particularly high
levels of dissent it must have made sense to the bishops to provide clergymen who
could relate to the rank and file.® Certainly, as had been seen with the use of literates
(although some of these were of a high social status), the bishops were not in a
position to be over choosy; they were under pressure to provide an increasing number
of curates. There is no evidence that the archbishops ever considered turning down a
candidate on account of his low social station, but there is evidence that local
parishioners and sometimes clergy did have objections. William Holdsworth’s papers
for priest in 1802 contain a letter from an anonymous “clergyman of the West Riding”
who complains that the candidate had previously been employed as a menial servant
in the house of J.A. Bushfield of near Bingley. He goes on to say that his ordination as
deacon in 1801, had “occasioned an unpleasant sensation among the clergy of these
parts”.3® Obviously such an unpleasant sensation did not extend to the archbishop who
ordained him and licensed him to Bingley parish, presumably the very scene of the
scandal. It is worth noting that this candidate was considerably older than the average
ordinand, having been an usher at Bingley grammar school for 14 years, so the period
of his menial employment was presumably sometime distant the past. The clerical
college at St Bees accepted a rather miscellaneous collection of students, who came
from a variety backgrounds. The principal William Ainger (1816 - 1840) often gives a
personal impression of his students in covering letters sent with St Bees testimonials.
One such letter surviving in William Richardson Metcalfe’s papers demonstrates a
rather pragmatic view of a candidate’s social background. Ainger notes that he is a
well prepared scholar but his manners are “rustic in a manner rather more than the
ordinary degree, but I presume will be no serious objection in the situation in which
he will exercise his ministry”.3” It is worth noting that his title was Hubberholme
where he was going to assist the incumbent who was no longer able to manage the
“mountain of Horsehead” now he was in his eightieth year. There would have been
little chance of a gentleman wanting this title.

Physical disability
A number of candidates admit to physical disabilities, some of whom provide medical
certificates to the affect that their disabilities will not impair their function as a priest.

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There is no clear evidence that the archbishops ever asked specifically for such
information, and it may be that candidates provided it to prevent any problems when
they eventually met the archbishop face to face. Leonard Sidgwick, the vicar of
Brafferton, expressed concern that his nominated curate’s short left arm might be an
objection to ordination.® William Holdsworth, it is noted, had a right hand that had
been burnt in infancy. Peter Jackson has a letter from a surgeon to say that his right
eye was improving and that his left had no disease.*® Certainly, some candidates were
ordained who may have had considerable problems coping with the physical rigors of
the most demanding curacies. A number of candidates had been unable to complete
University due to the effect studying had on their health. John Jowett had given up the
medical profession for reasons of health.*® Presumably such candidates were hoping
for curacies that did not involve arduous exercise.

Letters Dimissory

There were frequently occasions on which, for one reason or another, a candidate was
not able to attend one of the archbishop’s general ordinations but needed to be in
orders with haste. Common examples are a vacant family benefice needing to be filled
before it lapsed, upcoming fellowship elections at college that required a candidate to
be in orders, and on a more pastoral level, the desire be in priest’s orders in order to
be able to give the sacrament to dying in times of epidemic. Samuel Banks, for
instance, requested priest’s orders early because he had the care of a parish of 3650
inhabitants during a cholera outbreak.*! There were also occasions when, for logistical
reasons, it was difficult for candidates to get to York. Often it was more convenient to
travel to London, where one of more of the bishops usually ordained relatively
frequently. In remote parts of the diocese, it was not unknown for candidates to be
closer to the bishop of the neighbouring diocese than to York. In these circumstances
a bishop could issue a letter dimissory, asking if a brother bishop would ordain a
named candidate on his behalf at his next ordination. There was one exception to this:
the bishop of Oxford would not accept letters dimissory from any other bishop,
presumably out of a legitimate fear that all of the Oxford graduates destined for the
church would attempt to gain letters dimissory to be ordained by him rather that travel
to their future diocesan.

The archbishops of York during this 50 year period issued over 600 letters dimissory
for York candidates to be ordained by other bishops. The procedure was similar to any
other ordination in that the candidate sent in his papers to the archbishop’s secretary,
where they were examined for defects and, if they were correct, the candidate was
then examined (it varied by whom, but always by someone appointed by the
archbishop of York). Only when he had passed was a letter dimissory issued to the
candidate, who normally carried it with him to present to the ordaining bishop. On
occasions it seems that the ordaining bishop could, if he chose, have this candidate
examined again. The Institution Act Books record the date the letter dimissory was
issued and sometimes the actual date of the ordination itself, although frequently it
appears either this was not known by the compiler of the book and / or was not always
entered after the fact. Where the dates of both are known the time interval is often
very small, which seems plausible when the letter dimissory was issued in London for

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another London ordination, but when it was issued in York for an ordination in
another city one is left imagining a rather hurried journey, and is not at all surprised to
discover from some of the candidates that they were too late arriving to be ordained.

The archbishop of York himself accepted letters dimissory at his general ordinations,
and these are also entered in the act books. However, the candidates generally brought
only the letters dimissory itself with them, presumably their supporting documentation
was left with the bishops who issued them their letters. Thus, the information known
about these men is rather scant, and all that survives in the bundles of York ordination
papers is the letters dimissory itself.

Licences for curacies

It was usual for those who needed licences for their titles to be issued with them
immediately following an ordination, and lists of licences issued usually follow on
directly in the Act Books from the lists of candidates ordained. Typically, when a man
is ordained deacon the record of his licensing to a curacy occurs in the Act Book entry
for the same day. It was usual for a man to retain the same curacy as a title for priest’s
orders, and where this happens no further licence is recorded at the time of his
priesting. When a candidate obtained ordination by letter dimissory, the related
licensing to a curacy is normally entered in the Act Book a few days later. However, it
is very common, especially when men had been ordained by letters dimissory, to find
that no record of any licencing was ever entered in the Act Book. One hundred and
fifty eight of the candidates in this list who were going to be parochial curates have no
licences recorded, even when the identity of their curacies is fairly certain. In
approximately half of these cases the candidate had been ordained by letter dimissory.
Whether this reflects omissions in the act book or a lack of licensing is not clear
although in the case of Richard Brough Maltby the commission to administer oaths
survives in his papers but there is no evidence of a licence recorded in the Act Book.*?

Other sources of information

It seems it was usual for a list of those candidates expecting to be ordained to be
drawn up prior to the ordination, giving name, degree and college, age and title. Only
a few of these lists survive, but where they do it is possible to see that the names of
candidates that did not turn up have been crossed through in pencil. A pencil cross at
the beginning of the name indicated that a candidate had been examined.

The time scale for ordination.

Throughout this period the archbishops of York tended to ordain at least twice a year.
From 1800 Markham ordained in July and October. In the early years of his
episcopate Harcourt ordained more frequently. General ordinations were held in the
summer, usually June or July, and then in winter in November or December, usually
on the Sunday after the Ember days unless this fell too close to Christmas. In addition
to the twice yearly general ordination, Harcourt also held special and private
ordinations at which one or a small handful of men were ordained. From 1808 - 1812
he ordained at least once a year at St James’ Palace, London, often in early spring, but
after 1812 there are no further ordinations recorded in London until 1832 and then
there are two ordinations at St George’s chapel in 1834.* Only two years of

Some candidates, knowing the pattern of ordinations, sent in their applications
speculatively. Others responded to advertisements placed in local newspapers. A
couple of draft advertisements survive for both the August and December ordinations
in 1812, marked for insertion in the York newspapers (twice) and the Nottingham
newspapers (thrice). These give prospective candidates approximately one month to
collect together their papers and have them delivered to the archbishop’s secretary.
The timetable would have been even tighter for candidates who did not see the
advertisement until its second or third appearance in the paper. In 1812 the closure
date for submission of papers was only 16 days before a candidate would have had to
have been at Bishopthorpe before his ordination.* Given the remote nature of some
parts of the diocese, it is unsurprising that many candidates remarked that they never
got to see the advertisements, or that when they did the closing date for application
had already passed. The bishop’s staff clearly recognised this problem since such
closure dates are never rigidly adhered to, and many candidates were admitted even
though their papers are only assembled shortly before ordination. It is even less
surprising that many candidates who intended to be ordained could not be admitted at
the last moment when one considers the problems many candidates had obtaining
baptismal certificates from remote parts of the county or from overseas, arranging for
elderly relatives to make affidavits, waiting for University terms to start so their
college testimonials could be signed, getting county testimonials countersigned by
other bishops, not to mention those who suffered other mishaps, like Charles
Oxenden, who lost his writing desks in transit, and missed the opportunity of being
ordained by letter dimissory to the bishop of Bristol 29 June 1823.%° When a candidate
has surviving papers assembled for a succession of ordinations this may reflect these
logistical difficulties rather than any official shortcoming with regard to canonical
qualification or failure in examination. The fact that when G. Thistleton was
appointed as the new bishop’s secretary by Musgrave he was able to demand 3
months notice of intention to be ordained, whereas the previous secretary would take
short notice, may reflect an improvement in communications, rather than a new desire
to know in plenty of time which candidates intended to present themselves. It had
become practically possible to demand what had hitherto been desirable.

It is not at all clear if all the archbishops had any personal contact with the majority of
candidates before ordination. Certainly Musgrave seems to have expected to have a
personal interview with candidates for in 1848, Charles Bailey was told that he need
not come to personal interview with the archbishop on account of his “narrow means”
and “all the circumstances”,*® and James Yelverton Wilson had had an interview with
Archbishop Harcourt at which he explained his unusual educational situation, before
he was admitted as a deacon.*” There is some evidence that many of the candidates

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from the archdeaconry of Nottingham had had personal contact with the archdeacon
before application, and this may be true for other archdeaconries.

Once the candidate had obtained his si quis he had to present himself at the appointed
place of ordination. Whilst much has been written about the fact that at this period
most candidates just turned up the night or even the morning before,*® it does seem
that Harcourt at least expected candidates to arrive for their ordination on the
Thursday morning preceding a Sunday ordination. Examinations were usually
conducted on the Friday. What they did in the interval is unclear, but it is evident that
some form of preparation was intended. Whilst the majority of the archbishop’s
ordinations were held in York he did have an examining chaplain in London, who
presumably dealt with any ordinations in London and with those needing examination
before receiving letters dimissory issued in London.

The accuracy of the act books

The Institution Act Books have inevitably formed the basis of the ordination lists
presented in this series. However, since from the mid eighteenth century candidates
ordination papers also survive in great number it is possible to make some judgements
about the reliability of the Institution Act Books. Firstly, there are obvious errors of
copying, with men being double entered. One man is entered as having been ordained
priest on two separate occasions.*® Another is recorded as having been ordained
deacon both at a general ordination in June 1844 and by letter dimissory in September
of the same year.®® Various men are entered with the wrong first names and on
occasions the ordination papers are the only evidence of this. Even more are attributed
to the wrong colleges and Universities. Inevitably, entries concerning letters
dimissory are even less reliable since candidates’ plans often changed at the last
moment and the compiler of the books may only have been aware that a letter had
been granted, and less certain about to whom and when the ordination was to be.
Some entries of letters dimissory seem to have been omitted altogether, since there is
evidence from the papers and from later licensing to benefices that a man had been
ordained, but there is no entry for his ordination.>® Institution Act Book 19 records
that a letter dimissory was granted December 18 1829, but no details about the
identity of the ordinand are given.>® Act Book 21 is especially unreliable, with one
whole general ordination missed out altogether and various pages being written in
non-sequentially. Information given in the Act Books, therefore, must be treated with
a certain degree of caution.

Editorial method

For each candidate an attempt has been made to provide information about his
parents, education, dates of ordination by the archbishop of York and the title or titles
upon which he was ordained. The vast majority of this information has been provided
by the candidate’s own ordination papers and the Act Books. Where these have not
provided information about parentage, or have been unclear about dates and places of
ordination, it has been possible, for University graduates, to consult the various

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alumni volumes and extract further information. However, it should be noted that
alumni volumes have not been consulted for every candidate, only when there was an
apparent deficit or conflict of evidence, and that the accuracy of these volumes is in
any case poor.

Details of birth, baptism and family have been supplied from certificates and
affidavits in candidates’ papers, occasionally supplemented by information taken from
Alumni Cantabrigensis. Names of parents have been given as on the certificates with
variants in surname noted. The spelling of places of birth, baptism and residence have
been modernised. When the identity of a place is in doubt the spelling has been
italicised. Note that it is not always possible to distinguish between the place of
baptism and the place of residence of the parents, which may or may not be the same.

Candidates’ educational status is recorded in the Act Books, on the wrapper to their
papers and is evident from either their college testimonials or other correspondence.
Where a candidate’s papers demonstrate an error in the Act Book this has been noted.

Men were described in the act books as literate when they did not have a degree from
Oxford, Cambridge or Durham, and this distinction has been retained in this list, with
notes indicating those that had had other formal preparation. No attempt has been
made to record the particular degrees obtained by candidates at various times. For this
the reader is directed to the various alumni volumes.

Dates of ordination have been taken from the Institution Act Books, and
supplemented, especially in the case of letters dimissory, by information given in the
papers, on lists of candidates and from papers for subsequent ordinations. It has not
been possible to record every attempt at ordination a candidate made, since papers
from successive ordinations have generally been carried forward to the date when
they were eventually successful. That a candidate had tried once and failed has been
mentioned only when this has a specific relevance to a candidate’s case.

The Institution Act Books record licences granted to ordinands, and this information
is supplemented by nominations in the ordination papers and information on the lists
of candidates. No attempt has been made to record every curacy or benefice these men
held during this period. Note has only been made of titles for orders and where
possible changes in curacy or benefice immediately after or before ordination.
