Applications for other activities will not be considered.
Please note that successful applicants for this level of award will receive a decision in principle in the academic year 2023/24. No funding will be released until we have received full confirmation that the opportunity is going ahead. The date of this final approval will depend on factors specific to the opportunity.
Please note that students can only apply for one level of funding per application cycle, and no alternative offers will be made. If you are not sure which level of funding to apply for, please contact york-futures-scholarship@york.ac.uk before submitting your application.
