5.  Contract arrangements  

An agreement to be drawn up between UoY and INMG (as subcontractor to UoY) as to contract arrangements.  Here, the “project” refers to the setting up and running of the UKSOLAS Atmospheric Observatory.  The “partners” refers to UoY and INMG.

1. INMG to co-ordinate installation of necessary infrastructure, including road, flattened (concreted) site area, power, water, communication, vehicle.

INMG to co-ordinate and manage services to the site (power, communications, water, vehicle).

INMG to co-ordinate import of equipment and customs and regulatory arrangements.

INMG to obtain guarantee from Cape Verdean government that land proposed for site will be protected from development.

5. Lease of land will be free of charge for duration of the project.

6. INMG to employ Cape Verdean staff associated with the project as described in xxx according to their normal terms and conditions.

7. UoY to train Cape Verdean staff in use of equipment, calibration and data handling procedures. 

8. UoY to contribute 5000 Euro  to purchase of vehicle  to be used by INMG and other scientists involved in the project.   INMG to cover running costs of vehicle (including insurance, tax, maintenance etc..).

9. UoY to re-imburse for costs of all of the above from start of project , i.e. 1 September 2005 until 31 July 2008, based on an agreed financial plan.

10. Scientific steering committee consisting of XXX (UoY, INMG, Mike Pilling, Phil Williamson, Simon O’Doherty) to meet and assess progress on 6 monthly basis.
