Future plans

Heard group, University of Leeds (D.E.Heard@leeds.ac.uk) has been funded by UKSOLAS to install his "mini" aircraft FAGE system at the site from autumn 08 until summer 09 to measure OH and HO2 on a campaign basis throughout the year.
Monks group, University of Leicester (P.S.Monks@leicester.ac.uk, rl40@leicester.ac.uk) has also been funded by UKSOLAS to deploy a PERCA (Peroxy Radical Chemical Amplifier) to measure peroxy radicals, a MAX-DOAS (Multi-Axis Differential Absorption Spectrometer) and spectral radiometers.  
Redeploy LP-DOAS (Plane group:  a.s.mahajan05@leeds.ac.uk; h.oetjen@leeds.ac.uk) at the site from April 2009 dependent on funding?  

Aim to also make measurements of fluxes of halocarbons by REA-GC-MS (ljc4@york.ac.uk), which will involve a sonic anemometer on the tower plus a halocarbon trapping system.

Bill Keene, Alex Pszenny, and Eric Saltzmann (esaltzma@uci.edu) have submitted a proposal to NSF for additional measurements at Cape Verde Observatory. The plan is to deploy the triple quad (for dihalogens and HOCl/HOBr) in Jan 09, then again in June 09 with aerosol chemistry and aqueous impingers (for major ions, volatile acids and halogens).
