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ABSTRACT 
Algeria is a Developing Country which puts education in the centre of its development priorities (more than 97% of 6 years old children gain access to free and compulsory education up to the age of 16). But, the quality of this education remains subject of a lot of debate (e.g., the UNICEF Report on the quality of education in Algeria, 2005).

However, very few researches have so far been set to explore the qualitative aspects of education from the point of view of Algerian children themselves.  The ongoing research aims to focus on the well-being of these children using a variety of research techniques.
In the 3rd International Conference of the International Society for Child Indicators in York University, we will present the results of using Draw and Write techniques in order to elicit the school well-being ‘views’ of 312 pupils (aged 8-12), taken from six primary schools in Oran. They represent both urban and rural areas. 
The responses are being content analysed and categorized in a way that helps bringing some understanding in the school factors which contribute positively and those contributing negatively in the school experience from the point of view of the children themselves. The results will be compared with the findings of some current international research.
