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Abstract

This study focused on the causes of high infant mortality in Uganda with its specific objectives; to establish the relationship between mothers’ place of residence and infant mortality, to find out the relationship between mothers’ education and infant mortality and to analyze the influence of mothers’ age at birth and infant mortality.

The major data source was Uganda Demographic and Health Survey of 2006(UDHS 2006).

Findings included majority of the infant deaths of 39.2% occurred  between  and the first  birth day and a significant  relationship was found to exist  between mothers age at birth, education level and the place of residence with infant mortality since all the variables  had the p-value  of 0.000 which was less than  0.05 at 95% level of confidence. 

The highest percentage of the respondents was from the age group 25-29 with 18.8% and 15-19 age group had the smallest proportion of the respondents of 5%. Majority women of 64.3% had completed primary education while only 27.0% women had zero education.

The paper finally recommends sensitization on the importance of immunization, government to open up more schools to enable many people access education, construct many  health units and also equip them  with necessary facilities like drugs, beds as well as employing qualified  health workers. This drastically reduces infant mortality in Uganda.
