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The availability of a national statistics on children is considered a reference and a national legal framework for monitoring progress made in meeting children’s rights at the national level.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) in the Palestinian Territory took on itself the task of providing an enabling atmosphere, and to promote awareness among policy makers, planners, and other parties engaged in defending children rights and interested in bringing up sustainable and comprehensive development for children. Together with UNICEF oPt, PCBS’ plan to provide up- to -date statistics on all the aspects and conditions of the Palestinian children for the sake of determining their basic needs.  Therefore, various surveys were conducted since its establishment in 1993 to cover and monitor the main indicators associated with child and mother healthcare, as one of the important fields of the child’s right.
Rational:

The paper aims to explore the unique status of Palestinian children overtime 2000-2010 based on the provisions and principles of the Convention on the Rights of the Child, and to show the made progress on child's rights (the right to survive; to develop to the fullest; protection from harmful influences, abuse and exploitation; and to participate fully in family, cultural and social life), the paper will focus mainly on child survival indicators (infant mortality and under five child, nutritional status, morbidity and vaccination).

This paper illustrates comparison on different socio-demo-graphic indicators as will as health and geographical variation which will enable policy makers to monitor and make informed decisions for future planning.
