The purpose of this study was to test the stability (test-retest reliability) and the validity of Suggestibility Scale for Primary School Children in Korea (SS-PSCK). To test a criterion-related validity of the scale, the Video Suggestibility Scale for Children (Video SSC) developed by Scullin & Ceci (2001) was used as a concurrent criterion. SS-PSCK showed a strong temporal stability and a high correlation with the Video SSC. SS-PSCK may be used as a supplementary tool to rule out the dispositional suggestibility of a child whose statements are assessed for credibility in forensic settings in Korea
