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B Some people worry about prostate
cancer because il is one of the
comimonest cancers men sulfer from.

B Screening tests are sometimes used to
try and find prostate cancer early.

B Screening tests for breast cancer have
been shown to save lives. However, it is
far less certain that screening for
prostate cancer will have the same
henefits.

B Often, prostate cancer doesn't cause
men any problems. Many men with
prostate cancer do not know they have
it and eventually die of something else.

B Doctors can use a simple blood test
called the PSA test to help lind prostale
cancer. However this test is not very
accurate.

If vou have a PSA test and are found to
have prostate cancer, nobody can tell
for certain whether treatment will mean
vou live longer.

B 1t is not clear whether men are better
off having the PSA test.

If you are thinking of having a P5A test,
it is important that vou know aboul the
possible consequences.

Sereening for prostate cancer - the issues. :

This leaflet is for men who are thinking about having a screening test f;::yr prostate cancer
called the PSA test. It is based on up-to-date research evidence and aims to give you the best
information available about the possible advantages and disadvantages of the test. The
information will help you and your doctor make the decision which is best for you.

If you are thinking of having a PSA test, it is important that you know about the possible
consequences. .
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Whal is prostate cancer?

The prostate is a small gland thal sits just
below Lhe bladder and surrounds the urethra
ithe tube that carries urine from the bladder
into the penis),
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As men get older, the prostate can get bigger
and may cause problems with passing urine. In
muost cases, the prostale gelling larger is nol
caused by cancer. Men who have prostate
cancer might or might not have symptoms,

You should see vour doctor if vou have any
warries or syimptoms such as:

| difficulty passing urine,

B getting up regularly at night (o pass urine;
o

B hlood in your urine.

Prostate cancer mostly affects men over 63. 11
is normally a slow-growing cancer. Mosl men
over G5 wilh the discase will die of something
¢lse, usually without even knowing they have
prostate cancer. Only a lew ol the men who
have prostale cancer have a cancer which may
kill them. However, prostate cancer is the third
conmmonest cause of cancer death among men
in the UK, after lung cancer and large-howel
Carncer,

[s screening for prostate cancer
useful?

Omne way which mayv reduce the number of
deaths {rom some cancers is to find the
disease at an early stage before any symptoms
hawve appeared. (This is sometimes called
screening.) Treatment may be more likely to be
successiul il il is started early.

How useful screening is depends on several
[hings, including:
W the accuracy ol the test;

B how good the test is at finding out who
does and who doesn't have the disease: and

B whether effective treatments are available

Crood-guality research has shown that
screening Tor breast cancer, Tor example, is an
cllfective way of saving lives. However, little
good-quality research has been carried oul gn
prostale cancer screening, There are strong
reasons o think that screening for prostate
cancer will not have the same benefits as
screening for breast cancer,

This leaflet explains what we lnow and what
we don't know aboul a screening test Tor
prostale cancer and about how effective
current treatments are.

The PSA tesl

Ume screening test for prostale cancer involves
a biood test for a substance called prostate
specilic antigen (PSA) Like most screening
tests, it only gives an idea of whether the
disease is present., If vour PSA test resull is
high, vou will normally need lurther
investigations to reach a definite diagnosis.

PSA is made by the prostate gland. Men with
prostate cancer often have higher levels of P5A
in their blood than normal. However:

B some men who have prostate cancer do
not have higher levels of PSA;

B some men who do not have prostale
cancer do have higher levels of P5A; and

B two thirds of men who have higher levels
of PSA do not have prostate cancer,

This means that the PSA test is not totally
accurate in seeing whether there is cancer,

PSA levels in the blood can be raised by several
other conditions that affect the prostate gland.
At the moment, the PSA test cannot tell the
difference between men who have
slow-growing prostate cancer and those who
have the more aggressive disease.

If vou have a PSA test, vou will have (o make
soveral decisions. You need 1o think ahout
what might happen when vou get the test
results.

What il the test result is normal?

[t the test is normal, you probably do not have
prostate cancer. Some men feel reassured by a
normal resull, However, the PSA test is not
totally accurate. Up to 1% of men under the
age of 30 will go on Lo develop ‘invasive
prostale cancer' (prostate cancer that spreads)
in the next ten years, Among older age groups,
shightly more men will go on to develop the
disease,
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What il the test resull is high?

An unusually high level of PSA in your hlood
does not necessarily mean you have prostate
cancer. Of every three healthy men who have a
high PSA level, only one will have prostate
CHTICCT,

IT the PSA test result is high, you will probably
be offered lurther investigations to find oul
whether or not you definitely do have prostate
cancer. These lests might include another PSA
test, ultrasound scans and needle biopsy.

Ultrasound scans involve the doctor putting a
probe into your rectum (back passage) to find
arcas of cancer. This might feel embarrassing
and uncomfortable or painful, but very rarely
causes serious problems.

The doctor might also use ultrasound to help
take a needle biopsy, A needle biopsy normally
involves the doctor putting a needle up your
rectumm and into your prostate gland to take
small samples of tissue. The samples are then
examined under a4 microscope to see if they
contain any cancer cells. [f they do, a doctor
can estimate the grade and type of cancer by
looking at the cells. He or she can then
estimate how likely the cancer is to grow
quickly. However, he or she cannot give any
firm guarantees aboul the likely outcome.

The needle biopsy may be embarrassing and
painful, and it has some risks, On average, of
every 100 men who have a needle biopsy,
between one and five will develop a
complication. The main complications are
infection and, more rarely, bleeding which lasts
a long time.

It the ultrasound or biopsy tests confirm you
have prostate cancer, you and your doctor then
face decisions about what to do about it.

Treatment options for prostate
cancer

There are three options for people with
prostate cancer that has not spread to other
parts of the body:

B an operation o remove the prostate:
B radiation therapy: or
B watchful wailing.

There is no clear research evidence to tell us
whether any ol these treatment options do
more good than harm. The studies which have
been done do not suggest that any one option
is better than the others.

Surgery (an operation o remove the
prostate)

A surgeon will carry oul an operation called a
‘radical prostatectomy’ to remove the prostate
gland and the cancer cells it conlains.

However, there is no clear research evidence to
tell us whether men with prostate cancer who
have their prostate removed live longer than
those who do not.

For every 1000 men with prostate cancer
Lreated with surgery:

B between three and 20 will die becanse of
the treatment;

B between 200 and 850 will experience
impotence {(when you can't get an
erection); and

B between 10 and 270 will develop urinary
incontinence,

It is difficult to predict who may benefit from

surgery and whao is likely to experience

complications.

Radiation therapy

A beam of X-rays can be directed to the
prostate gland to destrov cancer cells.

Again, there is no clear research evidence to
suggest that this treatment makes men with
prostate cancer live longer.

For every 1,000 men with prostate cancer
treated with radiation therapy:

B between two and live will die as a result
of the treatment:

B between 400 and 670 will experience
impotence (when you can’t get an
erection); and

B between 10 and 30 will develop urinary
incomtinence.

Watchful waiting

Watchful waiting involves keeping the cancer
under review. A series of PSA tests may be
taken to see whether vour PSA levels are rising,
The cancer is only actively treated if it prows
quickly or causes problems,

Watchful waiting has no immediate risks, but
of course the cancer may grow and cause
problems during the waiting period.
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
