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Off-campus access to electronic journal articles and electronic books

When you access e-journals, e-books (and some databases) subscribed to by the University of
York Library, an online check is done by the vendor or host company to make sure you are a
legitimate York student or staff member. On campus PCs, this is straightforward, because the
network address of the PC is recognised as being at the University of York.

Off-campus, however, this is not the case. You will have to login with your York IT Services
username and password to prove you are a valid York user. The vendor or host - these include
IngentaConnect, Elsevier ScienceDirect, Wiley Interscience, SwetsWise, Nature journals, JSTOR,
EEBO, Westlaw, LexisNexis Butterworths i will have a separate Login prompt somewhere on the
screen. You should look for an institutional login option, although not all vendors or hosts will
provide this. If you cannot find an institutional login then check whether you can access the
resource via the Find e-Journal list or MetalLib.
