Policy Statement on Foundation Degrees
The University is committed to the aims of Higher York, including the specific aim to link college and university education in York and North Yorkshire in ways that bring new students into higher education and respond to local and sub-regional need, within a framework that ensures appropriate quality and standards of provision. 

To this end it will:

1. Consider for approval proposals for Foundation Degrees from:

a. University Boards of Studies, where the developments fit with the aims of Higher York, the relevant departmental plan and the University’s Plan 2009-19;
 
b. Higher York partners (under validation procedures), where the developments fit with the aims of Higher York, where the University has relevant subject expertise to advise on developments and subject to the provision of appropriate resources through Higher York to support the University’s quality assurance processes. 

2. Consider for approval proposals for honours degree progression routes (i.e. 'top-up' programmes which enable students with a Foundation Degree to obtain an Honours degree with one further year of study), identified by the curriculum groups and put forward by: 

a. University Boards of Studies, where the developments fit with the aims of Higher York, the relevant departmental plan and the University’s Plan 2009-19;

b. Higher York partners (under validation procedures), where the developments fit with the aims of Higher York, where the University has relevant subject expertise to advise on developments and subject to the provision of appropriate resources through Higher York to support the University’s quality assurance processes.
