Reforming the governance of human genetics: the politics of public trust.

The 'Governance of Human Genetics Project' is holding its second stakeholder workshop at the Nuffield Trust on 6th March.  It will be chaired by Professor Derek Burke, a seasoned campaigner of the scientific advisory system in both the UK and at the EU. As with the first workshop a year ago, its purpose is to test out the emerging results of the project in terms of both fact and interpretation 

with a group of 'insiders' from the policy community and policy networks of human genetics.  Participants at the workshop include representatives from the regulatory bodies themselves, consumer groups covering a disparate range of opinion, and industry.  This will not be a consensus 

seeking occasion but one where the policy implications of the research are explicitly, and hopefully provocatively, set out for discussion.  Two topics will be addressed.  Firstly, the political sustainability of the present interaction between policy community and policy networks.  Secondly, the contribution of bioethics, particularly at the EU, to that process.  The results of the workshop will 

be summarised and circulated to the participants for comment.
