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Abstract:  

Research has identified a number of ways in which parents influence the well-being of their children.  Much of this research tends to focus on the quality of the parent-child relationship, parental supporting behaviours or parental influences mediating the effects of other variables, such as bullying.  Instead this paper will focus on investigating the relationship between the well-being of parents and the well-being of their children.  Previous cross-sectional research conducted in Israel using questionnaires has found similarities between aspects of child and parent (particularly father) subjective well-being.  In this research British Household Panel Survey (and British Youth Panel Survey) data will be utilised to construct a measure of subjective well-being for children, aged 11-15, and their parents for the years 1994-2009.  The results will be considered both in terms of trends over time and the relationship between parent and child well-being.  The relationship between parent and child well-being will be considered alongside socio-demographic characteristics in order to gain a broader understanding of any identified trends.  It is thought that subjective well-being varies with age and gender, these and other characteristics, such as financial situation and receipt of benefits, will be considered in order to achieve an holistic understanding.  It is hoped that this research will contribute to the understanding of what constitutes and influences child well-being and the extent to which well-being is transmitted through generations.
