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Satisfaction with life is a major aspect of well-being among youth and may be associated with a range of areas, such as performance at school and relationships with parents and peer groups. Immigrant youth have to cope with the complexities of adolescence along with their transition to a new country and, therefore, constitute an important target population for policymakers.
In 2008, telephone interviews were conducted with a national representative sample of 680 immigrant youth aged 12–17. The survey included youth from 5 groups of origin: the former Soviet Union, Ethiopia and from English-, French- and Spanish-speaking countries, all of whom had immigrated to Israel from 1991–2006, as well as a sixth group of Israeli-born Ethiopian Israelis. The study goal is to provide comprehensive, up-to-date information about the situation of immigrant youth, as the basis for the planning of policy and programs for this population.
The study examined many key areas of the youth's lives including scholastic performance and perception of school, proficiency in Hebrew and mother tongue, social status, relationship with parents and peers, perceived identity, high risk behaviors, assessment of the absorption process in Israel, service utilization and overall satisfaction with life.

In the lecture, we will present findings about the needs of immigrant youth in various areas and the factors that affect their well-being, noting the differences between the various groups. We will also present key programmatic directions for decision makers.
