You do not have to take part. If you do decide to take part, you can change your mind at any time. You do not need to give a reason.
Will you tell anyone else what I say?

Only the researcher will know your personal views. All identifying information will be removed from interview records.

Your name will NOT be mentioned to others or published in any of our reports, and great care will be taken to ensure your views are not identifiable.

How will the information I provide be used?

A final report of the evaluation will be written for Martin House. This will include findings and recommendations based on the information collected from families who have used Martin House.
The findings may be written about in other publications read by policy makers and service providers in paediatric palliative care.
A summary of the evaluation will be available to all participants.
