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CSV Cathedral Camps’ Leader’s Role Description and Personal Specification
Role Description

CSV Cathedral Camps has been running a summer program of residential camps for over 30 years. These camps take place at Cathedrals and places of worship all over the UK. The camps run from Wednesday to Wednesday during July and August and attract volunteers both nationally and internationally.
You will be leading a team of young people (aged 16-25) to maintain, clean and conserve the buildings and ground of places of worship. Working with Cathedral camps and venue staff you will timetable work schedules, social activities and preparation of accommodation and food. The teams vary in size from 6 to 20.
The residential camps run for one week and you and the volunteers are accommodated by the venue. The Leaders will ‘live in’ with the volunteers and are will assist the team to bond and help with social activities in the evening. Leaders will be responsible for all aspects of the volunteer welfare, with support from venue and Cathedral Camps staff.

The camp includes a budget for the camper’s food and it is the leader’s job to budget for the camps and record expenditure.
You will be required to provide the names of two referees and undergo a Criminal Records Bureau check (organised by Cathedral Camps).

Leaders are required to attend the Leaders training weekend on 20th and 21st June 2012  in Birmingham and where possible other training supplied by Cathedral Camps (including First Aid training).
Person Specification

· Experience of voluntary work

· Experience of working with volunteers in a supervisory role.

· Experience of team working
· Good communication skills
· Some experience of working with young people.
· Demonstrable enthusiasm for youth work

· Willingness to attend training provided by Cathedral Camps

· Willingness to travel across the UK

· Aged between 18 to 25
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
